	2. Safeguarding 


	2.1. Staff are not aware of what to do if they have a safeguarding or child protection concern 

2.2. Staff do not have confidence in referral pathways

2.3. The school is not linked into statutory partners and/or does not feel comfortable sharing radicalisation/extremism concerns

2.4. Staff have a poor understanding of radicalisation and therefore fail to refer genuine concerns 

2.5. Staff are unable to raise radicalisation/extremism concerns due to the lack of an appropriate mechanism

2.6. Pupils promote violent extremist views to others
2.7. Staff radicalise or promote violent extremism to pupils

2.8. Inadequate behavior policy leads to inconsistent management of unacceptable behavior/attitudes and/or activity linked to extremism

	3. ICT & online safety


	3.1. No service level agreement between staff/students of the school’s ICT use 

3.2. School lacks internet filtering therefore pupils and/or staff access inappropriate content online

3.3. Pupils do not have sufficient education on online risks and safe internet use
3.4. Parents are not provided support on how to protect their child from online risks

	4. Lettings/Venue hire


	4.1. No due diligence checks carried on people who hire the venue who could influence pupils with extremist views

4.2. External organisation funds extremist/terrorist activity
4.3. External organisation uses venue to promote extremist messages 

4.4. An event brings the school and/or local authority into disrepute
	Are open source checks done to ensure that the school premises are not used to promote extremism?

· Are there effective arrangements in place to manage access to the premises by visitors?
· If there are concerns regarding a speaker or event, do you have a risk assessment or audit in place to mitigate risk?
· Is there a policy regarding the wearing of ID badges on the premises? Is it enforced?

· Is there a policy covering the distribution (including electronic) of leaflets or other publicising material?
· Is there a response to individuals or groups canvassing at or near the school site?
· Does the institution intervene where off-campus activities are identified or more likely to impact upon staff and/or students i.e. leafleting protest, etc

· Is there a policy which covers letting of premises?
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	5. Visitors or school visits 


	5.1. No due diligence checks carried out on visitors/speakers who could influence pupils with extremist views

5.2. Pupils attend an event or company/organisation that promotes or funds extremist/terrorist activity 
	Are open source checks done on visitors or speakers?  (Note debate and discussion are to be encouraged on issues related to extremism).

· Is there an effective policy/framework for managing speaker requests?

· Is it well communicated to staff/students and complied with?

· Is there a policy/framework for managing events i.e. charity events?

· Are off site visits which are supported, funded or organised through the institution subject to the policy/framework?

· If students attend an external event, have speakers been open source checked?
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	6. Curriculum 

	6.1. Curriculum promotes a disregard for a multi faith/ secular society
6.2. Learners are exposed by school staff or visitors with violent extremist messages or those that contradict the British Values/school values

6.3. Students in some/all key stages lack opportunities to discuss controversial issues

6.4. Extreme or divisive behavior is left unchallenged 

6.5. Governors, Staff or contracted providers are not aware of/do not subscribe to the values and policies of the school
6.6. Students lack knowledge and understanding of the risks posed by extremist/terrorist ideologies both online and offline and how to respond appropriately to keep themselves safe
	How does the ethos at the school build resilience to the risks associated with terrorism/violent extremism?

Are the staff in the school confident to discuss issues of radicalisation and terrorism?

Is SMSC mapped? Is it evidenced clearly?  

Are British Values mapped across the curriculum?

Are students given skills to protect themselves and others from radicalisation (media awareness; critical thinking, how grooming works, exploring freedom of expression)?

Are there activities to engage parents from all communities and backgrounds?
Does your Religious Studies curriculum cover multiple faiths and beliefs?
How does your school encourage inter faith dialogue?

How does your school work with partners – Police? / Prevent / Local authority / faith leaders / local politicians etc. to promote open dialogue of British Values and the risk of extremism / radicalisation?
Do you have sufficient oversight of pupil led activities to ensure they are not being used to radicalise pupils?
